A: SPECIFICATION

* Be sure to tighten fasteners including bolts and
nuts to the specified torque.

* Place shop jacks or rigid racks at the specified
points.

* Before disconnecting electrical connectors of
sensors or units, be sure to disconnect the ground
cable from battery.

2. Accelerator Pedal
A: REMOVAL

1) Disconnect the ground cable from battery.

2) Disconnect the connector.

3) Remove the nut securing accelerator pedal as-
sembly.

B: INSTALLATION

Install in the reverse order of removal.

Tightening torque:
18 N-m (1.8 kgf-m, 13.0 ft-Ib)

C: DISASSEMBLY

Accelerator pedal cannot be disassembled.
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
